Fair Elections Now Act  (FENA)
	End "dialing-for-dollars"

	More time with voters and solving America's problems

	End lobbyist influence.  Lawmakers not beholden to special 
interest $$.   Instead, they can vote constituents' interests

	Lobbyists can still provide info – but not bags of cash !

	Participating candidates receive a campaign grant, and 4-to-1 
matching funds on in-state contributions of $100 or less

	Program is funded by small fee on large federal contractors
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Ask Senators Murray, Cantwell and
YOUR Congressional representative
